Upcoming issues
· Wiley will attempt to reinstate the ability to search on group code abbreviations e.g. HM-ORAL.  With the addition of RevMan 5 articles, the cover sheet page where these codes were displayed was removed.  While the full name of the group was added to the header information, the codes no longer appeared in the text resulting in losing  the ability to search on these codesWiley is looking to reinstate the ability to search using  these codes with the January issue. Wiley are trying to resolve the issue with checktags which do not appear on MESH e.g. child the goal is to tag them appropriately.  Our goal is to make all checktags searchable through Mesh and also to retain them as checktags for users doing free text searching.
· There is also a hope to make some improvements to the browse and display results in addition to possible improvements in the CENTRAL display e.g. Source display.

3. Open discussion about the Library
Question: There was a query as to whether the search history could be reversed or use the Medline expand/contract feature or have a link at the bottom, this would be especially useful for searches that are many lines long.
Action 
Wiley will be looking into the feasibility of this and get back to the group.  For the short term we will look at adding a link to allow users to go easily from the top to bottom and bottom to the top of results display.

Question: How difficult would it be to do keyword highlighting within search results?
Answer: It does work within simple searches in other Wiley InterScience resources.
Action
Wiley are looking into whether or not it will work with complex searches. The CLUG group asked if it does not work in complex searches could Wiley activate it with simple searches know will work with the simple searches. Are going to check to see if it works.

Question: Does the search engine search a list of characters or the word you searched? 
Answer: The search engine searches the term and its symantic variants not the word stem.
Question: A member asked for the near/next search tools to be explained
Answer: Near is within 6 words minus stop words and is reversible
Next is an adjacency operator and in not reversible

Question: The group requested more transparency to how searches were being interpreted
Answer: Wiley do not know because algorithms are proprietary to verity so are is not a large amount published on the exact mechanisms
There was a general comment that how records are displayed could be improved.
